There are so many causes that people can be a
part of. People are involved in saving trees, owls,
whales, eagles, plastics, metals, oils, history, etc. Most
of us would rather help people. Paul saldp‘nhothing
from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility of
mind regard one another as more important than
yourselves; do not merely look out for your own
personal interests, but also for the interests of others”
(Philippians 4:3-4). We should always want to help
people. God is not different.

God knows of all the suffering and problems that
mankind has and will have. He can look to the future
and know exactly what is going to be the most helpful to
people. This is why He sent His Son. Then He sent the
Holy Spirit and established His church. His church is
designed to help everyone on earth with their most
important need, a saved soul. There is no other
organization, including other churches, that can meet
this need. Go has decided how His church is to be
organized, what it is to practice, and what it is to teach.
Among these instructions are the instructions to give on
the first day of the weel, Corinthians 16:2.
